Examination Results

We were delighted that our Year 11 pupils achieved a broader range of qualifications, allowing
them all access to Post-16 courses.

We had 100% pass rate in Maths, and over 80% pass rate for English.

Pupils successfully completed qualifications in Science, Arts Award, Art & Design, Religious
Studies, Business Studies and Catering.

Rebecca achieved 8 passes, and the progress pupils made during the time they were with us at
the academy was very close to expected target grades.
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We have revised our KS3 ABC curriculum with an enriched programme, including core literacy and
numeracy, PSHE and a creative programme. Pupils also benefit from an Outdoor Ed programme
including sports activities at the YMCA and at Stubbers every Wednesday.

We are piloting an Expeditionary Learning curriculum for Year 10 pupils, which blends cross curricular
themes, outdoor Ed, as well as providing English, maths and a wide range of GCSE and BTEc
qualifications.

Our Core11 programme for Year 11 pupils includes an academic qualifications, as well as Prince’s
Trust, and a vocational work related learning programme.

We also provide a more bespoke programme for Year 10 and 11 pupils who find a full-time on site
programme more challenging. These pupils receive core subjects and Outdoor Ed on site, and also
access vocational and world of work programmes at other times.
